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The purpose of this exercise is to reproduce the graph above. The graph uses data from 1850-2000 provides. This graphic appears in numerous places and comes from the IPCC Fourth Assessment Report: Climate Change 2007. (Note: This report used the HadCRUT3 data set, which is no longer being used. The data in the accompanying spreadsheet is HadCRUT4 data and so the results will differ.)

Alternatively, since the data has values through 2021, the graph can be updated. Does adjusting the cutoffs for the four periods change the overall conclusions from the graph? 
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
